Willem Dafoe started his career in the beginning of the 1980’s and has acted in films like American 
Psycho(2000), Wild at Heart(1990) och The Last Temptation of Christ (1988) as well as 
Spiderman(2002). He has been nominated for an Oscar twice for best male supporting character, 
once for his breakthrough role as Stg Elias Grodin in Platoon (1986) and once for his portrayal of 
Max Schreck in Shadow of the Vampire(2000). But the actor also made a strong impression as the 
leading role in for example Lars von Trier’s Antichrist(2009) and in his latest role in The 
Hunter(2011).
